3. Be mindful of their environmental footprint by complying with all applicable environmental
laws and regulations and Boralex’s environmental mission. Boralex also expects suppliers
to support a precautionary approach to environmental challenges.

4. Conduct themselves in accordance with our Code of Ethics.

Suppliers are required to report any failure to comply with these commitments to Boralex. In
addition, Boralex reserves the right to audit its suppliers without notice.
